! Magnify your screen - Windows and OSX offer screen magnification 
options. 

! Make the mouse pointer easier to see - Your operating system will offer 
various mouse pointer configurations including colour, size and the ability 
to add a trail to make it more visible and easier to follow.

! Make your keyboard easier to use - Your operating system will offer 
several options to control the pace of repeated keystrokes and avoid 
accidental keystrokes. 

o Use the keyboard with one hand - Change your operating 
system settings so that you do not need to press multiple keys 
at the same time. 

o Use an on screen keyboard - Activate your operating system's 
virtual keyboard, so that you can use a mouse, switch or other 
device instead of a keyboard. 

o Make use of keyboard shortcuts - Use built in and 
customisable keyboard shortcuts to save time and minimise the 
use of a mouse. 

! Make your mouse easier to use - Your operating system will offer 
several options to control the pace of the mouse cursor and click speed. If 
you are left handed you can also switch the button configuration to take 
this into account. 

! Use a mouse or keyboard alternative - Third-party hardware and 
software can be used to replace your keyboard or mouse. For example 
specially designed switch devices, automatic mouse-click software and the 
Dasher text entry software are some of the alternatives available. 

! Voice recognition software - Third-party voice recognition software is 
available to allow you to enter text using voice commands rather than by 
using the keyboard. Some operating systems already have this feature 
available to you. 

! Use your keyboard to control the mouse - It is possible to use the 
numeric keypad instead of the mouse by configuring your operating 
system settings.

! Check your spelling and grammar - Use automated spell checking 
software to ensure your spelling grammar mistakes are kept to a minimum.

There are a number of ways to help with this, with dictionary 
and thesaurus software widely available as either computer programmes 
or built in to websites. There is also specialist software for people who 
have difficulty with words that sound the same but have different 
meanings. Smart word prediction software is also available to aid with the 
above.
